E. Chinese-English Glossary

This glossary of words and characters introduced in Intermediate Written Chinese is arranged by Pinyin. It
will be especially useful when you have forgotten the characters for something that you remember how to
say, when you have forgotten the meaning of a character or characters that you can pronounce, or when you
remember how to pronounce the first character of a word but have forgotten the characters that follow.

The following information is included for each entry: the Chinese word in Pinyin, printed in bold; the
Chinese character(s), first in simplified form and then in traditional form (enclosed in parentheses) if
different; one or more English glosses; the word class of the Chinese word [in brackets]; and the number of
the unit and part in Intermediate Written Chinese where the Chinese word was introduced (in parentheses).
The symbol @ indicates supplementary vocabulary written with characters formally introduced in this
course; the symbol ®indicates supplementary vocabulary written with characters not formally introduced in
this course. For example:

The entries are arranged in alphabetical order according to the Pinyin, with the vowel u preceding u.
Syllables are listed in order of tone, i.e., in the order Tone One, Tone Two, Tone Three, Tone Four, followed
by the neutral tone. For entries consisting of more than one syllable, we go through the first syllable tone by

tone before considering the second syllable. For example:

ba ba bayué bi ba ba -bai ban banjia bangdngshi bing bingmang

Punctuation is disregarded for purposes of alphabetization. In the case of two entries with identical spelling,
order is determined based on order of introduction in the textbook. If a word can occur with an optional

(1) suffix, this is indicated in the Pinyin by (r) at the end of the word, but the (r) suffix is not included in the
Chinese character transcription. If two or more different items are spelled identically and are written with
the same character(s), they are treated as different usages of one entry rather than as two separate entries.

The purpose of this glossary is to refresh your memory of words that have previously been introduced
but which you may have forgotten. Since each entry includes the number of the unit and part in the textbook
where the item first occurred, you are encouraged to refer back to that part for more detailed information.
Don't try to learn new words from this glossary; keep in mind that a Chinese word has meaning in a certain
grammatical and semantic context, and that English translations can be misleading.
