F. English-Chinese Glossary

The purpose of this English-Chinese glossary, which is arranged in alphabetical order, is to refresh your
memory of the Chinese words and characters that have been introduced in Intermediate Written Chinese
but which you may have forgotten. Certain vocabulary items from the course that learners would be unlikely
to look up in an English-Chinese Glossary—such as grammatical particles, measures, resultative endings,
and Chinese book titles—are omitted from this listing.

The following information is included for each entry: the English word; the Chinese character(s), first in
simplified form and then, if different, in traditional form (in parentheses); the Pinyin transcription, printed
in bold; the word class of the Chinese word [in brackets]; and the number of the unit and part where the
Chinese word was introduced (in parentheses). The symbol @ indicates supplementary vocabulary written
with new characters that are not formally introduced in this course; the symbol ® indicates supplementary
vocabulary written with familiar characters that are formally introduced in this course. As in the rest of
this volume, to simplify the presentation and save space, if a word can occur with an optional (r) suffix,
this is indicated in the Pinyin by (r) at the end of the word, but the (r) suffix is not included in the Chinese
character transcription. For example:

Don’t try to learn new words from
this glossary; keep in mind that a Chinese word has meaning only in a certain grammatical and semantic
context, and that English translations can be misleading.
