Style: Hoppo
Finishing technique: Samsul (overlapped seam allowances)
Basic sewing method: Homchil (running stitch)

Instructions
1.  Using the diagram below as a guide, add seam allowance to 

fabric pieces and cut out. Add a seam allowance of ⅜” (1 cm) to 
the pieces that will make up the outer edges of the piecework.

2.  Overlap the seam allowances in the samsul construction style 
and sew using the homchil (running stitch) method (refer to 
page 49). Start with the center block then add fabric pieces in 
the following order: top, bottom, left , right.

3.  Finish the outer edges by double-folding the sewing with 
homchil.

4.  Fold the outer edges of the tie fabric to the wrong side, then 
fold along the longer side and stitch with homchil.

5.  Fold the stitched tie in half, place on the main piecework, then 
place the chikaranuno on top. Secure with homchil. For this 
project, the chikaranuno will be sewn onto the wrong side of 
the piecework.
